BALCONY OF THE CUBAN EASTERN REGION

The city welcomes all those who decide
to visit this region, full of stories,
culture and traditions, nuanced with
the warmth and simplicity of its people
which invite to be discovered.

With a population of more than 500
000 inhabitants, it has a superficial
extension of 6592.66 square kilometers,
distributed in 8 municipalities (to the
North: Manati, Puerto Padre and Jesus
Menendez, in the center Majibacoa and
Las Tunas, and to the South, Jobabo,
Colombia and Amancio), each of them
treasures important natural and
patrimonial values, from beaches of
fine sands, protected areas, crocodile
reservoirs to villages that still have
the traces in time of the American
presence in Cuba.

Its coasts are kissed by the waters of
the Caribbean Sea and the Atlantic
Ocean, so you can enjoy a diversity of
flora and fauna of each region.

With more than two centuries of history
since its founding in 1796, it owes its
origin to the fruitful plains, ideal for
breeding cattle that attracted the
settlement of several planters from
the rest of the country, and allowed it
to become little by little into a small
city located between Camaguey and
the indomitable East. This brought as a

consequence that during the Spanish-
Cuban wars, the city was besieged by
the Mambi Army on several occasions,
and burned three times (1869, 1876,
1897] to prevent it from falling into the
hands of the colonizers. So, the colonial
architecture was razed by flames, and
emerged from the early twentieth
century, the eclectic style that prevails
today, with elements of Art Deco and
Neoclassical movement.

Las Tunas is also known for being the
Capital of Cuban Sculpture, based on
the work that this artistic expression
has achieved in the city. But there
are other spaces for dance, theater,
cinema and magic through each event
that takes place. One of the best known
is “La Jornada Cucalambeana”, for
its traditional rural festivals where
singing, dancing, visual arts, literature,
handicrafts and gastronomy are
fused together to keep alive the most
authentic “guajira” essence of Cuban
people.

This way, we invite you to walk around
this city, visiting its parks, its squares,
its museums, enjoying its nature,
bathing in its beaches, talking with its
people, knowing its culture. This is
the best way to know Las Tunas city,
Balcony of the Cuban Eastern Region.
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The name of this city comes, without a
doubt, from a species of cactus called
Opuntia, which today decorate yards,
gardens, roofs and many of its fields.
This plant is popularly known as Tuna
Brava, because of the thorns that many
of them have, and although some
preserved them, others lose them
according to the place where they are
planted.

According to told history, the Tuna
Brava grew in the large cattle ranch
of Jesus Gamboa, a rich local farmer,
and the herdsman frequently offered it
to his clients (merchants from Puerto
Principe, Bayamo and Manzanillo who
visited the farm). As well as to one or
another believer, who also sought to
plant it in the courtyard of the houses,

as a means of protection against bad
influences, such as envy and greed.
Besides, according to legend, the Tuna
Brava possessed the virtue of fulfilling
desires to those who gave three
rounds around it, and others attribute
it medicinal properties to cure foot
diseases like spurs.

At that time everyone who came to this
territory used to say: “I'm going to Las
Tunas farm.” The phrase persisted
in the vocabulary of the people; and
thanks to the economic power and to
the enormous prestige and popularity
of Gamboa, especially by the peculiar
plant that grew in his lands, the name
of Las Tunas was impregnated in the
popular imaginary.




SYMBOLS OF LAS TUNAS CITY
LAS TUNAS COAT OF ARMS

Designed in 1937 by Cruz Medina de
Sanchez. This woman, originally from
LasVillas and settled in Las Tunas, gave
the city a coat of arms, painted on oil on
canvas, framed in wood and embossed
metal, where the most beautiful
virtues of Las Tunas people are
presented by symbols and allegories:
laboriosity, patriotism, freedom, purity
and sacrifice, according to its historical
tradition.

It has the form of a rolled parchment
and in its lower part there is a wavy
ribbon that reproduces the words of
Major General Vicente Garcia during
the city burning on September 1876:
"Burned before Slave”.

IMPORTANT PERSONALITIES
OF LAS TUNAS

JUAN CRISTOBAL NAPOLES FAJARDO,
“EL CUCALAMBE"

Juan Cristébal Napoles Fajardo, El
Juan Cristobal Napoles Fajardo, “El
Cucalambe”, was born on July 1Tst,
1829 and died 32 years later (1861]) in
Santiago de Cuba. He is the only author
from Las Tunas included in the history
of Cuban literature.

He grew up in a family of white people,
landowners who possessed a wit.
He was educated, by his maternal
grandfather, Jose Rafael Fajardo
Garcia, farmer and priest, plotter
against the metropolis.

Cucalambe was a farmer in his stay
at EL Cornito, serving as a journalist,
editor, playwright and public works
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payer. He shared his life with Isabel
Rufina Rodriguez Acosta who was his
muse. They have three children, two
died very young in Santiago de Cuba
and only the first-born, Miguel Orfilio,
formed a family

Juan Cristobal Napoles Fajardo
collected his verses in "Rumores Del
Hormigo”, a title that pay tribute to
the Hormiguero River, located at his
native city. There are printed editions
in Havana, Holguin, Gibara, Mexico,
France, and Argentina. To his written
work are added “Complete Poems”
(1974) and “"Consequences of a fault”, a
drama in four acts (in verse), released
in 1858 and printed in 1859.

In addition to his consecration as a
decimist, he wrote sonnets, letrillas,
epigrams, romances. But what really
transcends is his work of bucolic
character and the relationship it
has with the society of its time and
its future. That is why; every year
takes place in this city “La Jornada
Cucalambeana” celebrating the bard’s
birth. During this context,the artistic
and cultural work of the peasantry is
showed, surpassing local, regional and
national borders, in a unit of language,
customs, origin and sociocultural
interests.

LAS TUNAS LEGENDS

THE FOUNTAIN OF THE ANTILLES
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This legend evokes the myth of the

emergence of the Caribbean Sea
and its islands. There are several
versions; one of them speaks about
the Indian chief Jaias, who, when
his little son died, chose to keep him
inside a pumpkin in his hut. One day,
four curious young men opened the
singular sarcophagus and, to their
surprise, fish and water came out of it,
in a great flood that covered a vast area
of land and only left some mountains
that later became a group of islands.
As a result, the West Indies emerged.

Rita Longa took this strange legend as
an inspiration and gave shape to one
of her most beloved sculptures, The

Fountain of the Antilles that we can
see today in this city, the Cuban Capital
of Sculpture. It has been there since
February 24th, 1977.

It covers a space of 40 meters long
by 30 meters wide and it reflects very
faithfully the legend which interprets
the Greater Antilles. In it, Cuba is
represented as an Indian woman
sleeping on the water and around
her the islands of Puerto Rico, Santo
Domingo, Haiti, Jamaica and Isla de
Pinos are represented in coral. The
sculpture is cast in cement, sand of
Jaimanitas beach and supported by a
steel frame.

Asaresult of a deep historical, astronomical
and architectural research it stands solemn
and majestic to pay homage to Jose Marti
through reflections of light and shadow that
show commemorative dates during the
Master’s life.

Former Plaza de Armas and scene of
important combats, Vicente Garcia
Park has become a place of resting,
meetings and social gatherings. In
1914 the City Council decided to build
the park, located in the historical
center of the city and on October 10th,
1915, a monument to the well-known
Lion of Santa Rita was inaugurated.

It retained its original square shape,
but when in 1930 the central highway
was built, a corner was eliminated so,
that the road continued. In that part
excluded from the park was set up,
on January 28th, 1942, the first bust of
Jose Marti that was placed in the city.
You can also find other works that pay
tribute to the Spanish officer Federico
de Capdevila, defender of the eight
medicine students shot on November

At present time, the park has a modern
area composed of a roundabout and a
large bench that from the top recreates
the shape of an acoustic guitar.

SAN GERONIMO OF LAS TUNAS

Its historyis closely linked to the history
of the territory; from the “cacicazgo”
of Cueiba where a Catholic chapel was
raised for the first time to worship the
Virgin Mary.

With  the gradual agricultural
development reached by the city
and with the consent of Bishop Fray
Geronimo Valdes, was rebuilt in 1709,
the hermitage established 17 years
ago and was already in ruins. It was
given by name San Geronimo in honor
to the Bishop. It then became the
nucleus in whose orbit the foundations
~ and evolution of Las Tunas people
gravitated. It underwent through
several renovations but always
retained its original name. Around the
Church, religious festivities unfolded
and the farms residents began to build
gradually houses of yagua and guano
around it.

Its bells, cast in bronze with donations —

from the local families, have witnessed
innumerable warlike confrontations
during the independence struggles.
One of them still retains the traces of
combat (1876) in which the church was
completely ruined.

Nowadays, it welcomes the followers

of the Christian religion. Inside, there
are several works that describe .
different passages of the Bible, as well
as sculptures of patron saints. And a
sculptural work, “The Christ”, made by
the author settled in Las Tunas, Cruz
Medina de la Cueva.

It stands in the center of the city and even
its bells redouble announcing baptisms,
weddings and masses to which its
parishioners come.

FROM PUERTO PADRE:
THE BLUE VILLE

The waters of the Atlantic Ocean
bath this city, capital of the largest
municipality of Las Tunas province,
founded in 1861. In the mid-nineteenth
century began to encourage the
production of sugar through the
creation of several mills, since the
fertility of the clay soils of this region
favored the cultivation of cane, whose
production had its peak from the year
1899 until the triumph of The Cuban
Revolution, when the economy of this
place diversified. For this reason, the
standard of living of the inhabitants
increased and it positioned Puerto
Padre as one of the most significant
cities of the old province of the East.
The people of Puerto Padre had a
prominent participation during the
struggles for independence. In the
contest of '95 the inhabitants of this
town contributed to the occupation
of the city on May 21st, 1898, by the
mambises, under the command of
General Jose Manuel Capote from
Bayamo, thus considering Puerto
Padre as the first free port of Cuba.
Nowadays, on its premises is located
the Antonio Guiteras plant, Cuba's
largest sugar manufacturer, and a
refinery that produces authentic Cuban
rum: El Delicias.

This land belonging to Lico Lopez was
sold to the American Darling .E. Kerr,
who facilitated the fast settlement
of American Methodists in 1905, who
began the construction of a city with the
own architecture of the western part
of the United States. It was founded
on October 16th, 1906. The streets

were named by the men who bought
them: Kreider, Frankbert, Blasser,
etc. Unlike most other cities in Cuba,
Omaja does not have a Roman Catholic
Church, due to its permanence as
a small, Methodist village since its
founding.

Its founders were engaged in exporting
citrus and timber to the United States
and England, respectively. Families
came from Haiti, Jamaica, England,
Spain, India and Finland due to the



need for labor.

A section of the Central Railroad
(1909 and 1910) was completed and
it was precisely because of its station
that the dilemma of the name began,
as the natives called it Majibacoa and
the Americans Omaha. Over time
Omaja remained: a Cuban name
because of the change of the "h" by
the "j".

In 1919 there were 2,381 inhabitants
in Omaja. It had 13 routes, three
hotels, a telephone center, a
silent cinema, two bakeries, two
cemeteries (one for the Cubans and
the other one for the Americans),
a Ford agency, two sawmills and a
woodworking workshop.

Political violence between
conservatives and liberals (1920),
and the bank moratorium put an end
to the attempted neo-colonization. In
addition, the distance of the Central
Highway built in 1928, excluded
this village to its access.All this
contributed to the fast decline of
Omaja as many of its inhabitants
moved to villages such as Las
Parras, Gaston and Buena Ventura in
order to be closer to it.

Nowadays, there are traces of
this period that can be of great
patrimonial interest for the visitor,
such as the Baltimore Bridge and
the cemetery where the Americans’
remains from that date still rest.

NATURE

El Cornito exhibits unparalleled
natural beauty, unique by the
exceptional tranquility that provides
between bamboo canes. The birds
singing, accompanied by the trees
frondiness, gives it a singular
charm. In its places grew and lived
El Cucalambe, in a farm from which
today still remained its ruins.

It is the meeting place for poets
and cultured people of the oral and
written decima during La Jornada
Cucalambeana every year, an event
where nature, art, and traditions are

fused to pay homage to the bard.
There are also sculptural works such
as the “Opposite Heads of Indian
Chiefs Maniabo and Jibacoa” (1978),
by Jose Antonio Fuentes from Havana,
Trovador campesino, by Angel
Inigo from Guantanamo, and Indian
Column (1979), by Pedro Vega Francia
from Havana, constant witnesses of
the sculptural movement of this city.
Besides, at ElL Cornito it is set up the
Motel of the same name for lodging
and recreation of those who decide to
visit it.
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The Blue Lake, belonging to the
Popular Camping Company, stands
at 35 km from Las Tunas city, on the
way to the Covarrubias and Santa
Luciaresorts as an ideal place for an
encounter with Cuban nature. The
area is distinguished by the beauty
of its landscape and the healing
properties of the water springs
located there, rich in mineral
salts, as a result of a kaolin mine
excavations that gave origin to its
name. The harsh environment has
been transformed into a cozy mirror
of water, where several specimens
of native fauna live and numerous
species of fruit and timber trees
grow.

With an approximate extension of one
square kilometer, the attractions of
the environment are enriched with
the quality of the services provided.
They include gastronomic offers,
guided tours and the rental of aquatic
implements and tents for those who
enjoy direct contact with nature. The
Blue Lake was inaugurated in 2006
as a facility adjacent to the Cerro
of Caisimu campsite, located at an
elevation close to Las Tunas city
(about 20 kilometers), famous for its
rural landscapes and local legends.
It is an excellent option to enjoy
firsthand one of the most exotic sites
of Las Tunas geography.




AGRO ECOLOGICAL
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Located on the Road to Puerto
Padre, in Nueve Palmas, it belongs
to the Cooperative Paco Cabrera, of
the agricultural company Antonio
Guiteras, and in it the visitor can tour
the estate, mounted on horse cars
and a cute pair of bulls, observe a
Pleasant landscape, cane cultivation,

Located south of the province, this
protected area presumes to be the
largest breeding ground for the
American crocodile or Acutus, by its
scientific name. A research devoted
to the study and conservation of
this species is constantly carried
out by dedicated workers who live
in a biological station built for these
purposes in the very heart of Monte
Cabaniguan.

The admirer of nature can appreciate
a great diversity of birds that begin
to fly in great flocks such as herons,
flamingos, yaguazas and pelicans
and stand out for their quantity and
beauty, and others such as catey,
cartacuba, tomeguin, tocororo and
different species of carpenters,
among them the churroso, in danger
of extinction. All in a perfect blend of
seascapes and birds trills.

It covers more than 20 thousand
hectares of area where marine,
wetland and savanna ecosystems
coexist; and where endemic species
live. Among them are native palms.
Jutias can also be observed between
the roots of the mangroves, while
iguanas enjoy the sun among the
trees.

Nearby there is Palo Seco, a
significant historical place, witness
of one of the most famous battles of
the Liberation Army, led by Maximo
Gomez.

SCULPTURES

Created by Angel Idigo from
Guantanamo and it was the first work
that came to Las Tunas to decorate the
city after the 1977 Biennale. Located
at the entrance of El Cornito Motel,
it welcomes visitors to this rural and
cozy place.

Its author, of self-taught formation,
created this piece of urban scale
through direct carving in stone,
especially for this place. It recreates
the figure of a simple, natural peasant,
still at the very peak where la “decimal”
flies.

Opposite Heads of the Indian Chiefs

MANIABO AND JIBACOA

It belongs to Jose Antonio Fuentes.
It was made in 1978 and located on a
mound,in El Cornito. The sculpture is
composed by two aboriginal heads in
opposition looking towards different
directions. Based on the verses of EL
Cucalambe, which tells the story of the
Indian chiefs Maniabo and Jibacoa who
fought for a woman'’s love, it is already
a symbol of this place.
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THE THREE
COLUMNS

Framed in the current Cultural Square,
this set, placed since 1991, and
made using the concrete technique,
recalls the successive burnings of
the city during the liberation wars
by consecrated personalities of the
struggles for independence such as
Major General Vicente Garcia and
Calixto Garcia. Las Tunas was the
only Cuban territory reduced to ashes
three times in the nineteenth century
and assaulted five times.Events
that motivated its author Rene Pena
Carbonell and were an inspiration to
leave a trace to the urban heritage in
one of the areas with more traffic in the
provincial capital, scene of political and
cultural activities.

EL QUIJOTE

Located on Liberty Avenue, near the
Puerto Padre waterfront, the set
represents the famous character Don
Quijote de la Mancha, created by the
Spanish writer Miguel de Cervantes
Saavedra. In this work the mill is
recreated by its relationship with the
local landscape and the figure of the
well-known nobleman as a universal
symbol of Spanishness.

The naked image of El Quijote
supports the bull and the spear while
contemplating the mill, which in
Puerto Padre is a symbol of freedom
won. The city is also known as the Blue
Village Mill. The human figure and the
blades are made in bronze, the stand,
the pedestal and the floors are white
granite.
